Take a few minutes of your valuable time to send a message to the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) ,  your congressmen, 
and Kentucky Department of Environmental Protection .  Once damage is done, it will be too late to fix later.  We 

need a nationwide outpouring of discontent and we need it NOW.

Dear Administrator Pruitt and Mr. Lamont:  

On behalf of Trout Unlimited members and supporters across the country, the undersigned write in opposition to the 

Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) and Army Corps of Engineers’ (Corps) proposal to repeal the 2015 Clean Water 

Rule.  

Trout Unlimited represents nearly 300,000 members and supporters. We are the leaders of Trout Unlimited, guiding our 

more than 400 state councils and local chapters--each of whom donate over 1,800 hours of volunteer service to the 

communities they live.  

We are anglers, hunters, boaters and explorers. We are veterans, school-teachers, mechanics, and business owners. We 

are individuals from many walks of life representing a diverse range of professions, all whom share a passion for pro-

tecting and restoring coldwater fisheries and the rivers, streams and lakes that support them.  

Each year our chapter and council volunteers devote an incredible amount of their personal time and treasure—more 

than 725,000 volunteer hours and $10 million—into protecting and restoring our waterways. We accomplish hundreds 

of local stream restoration projects. We teach kids how to fish and how to conserve our local streams. We reach out 

into the community to provide fishing opportunities to veterans and conduct STEM based youth education programs to 

school children.  

Editor’s Note: The following letter written by Chris Wood, TU National President, and was signed by The TU Ky. State Council & 

many other councils throughout the country. It was delivered to EPA Administrator Pruitt and Mr. Lamont. 



America’s headwaters are the genesis of our country’s iconic rivers. The Clean Water Act—and the Clean Water Rule—

were designed to ensure that our nation’s small waters remain intact, and that the water flowing from them is fresh 

and clean. These waters are the spawning and rearing waters for trout, salmon and other wild and native fish that con-

tribute greatly to the $50 billion recreational fishing industry in the United States. These streams are the source of 

cool, clean water that sustain trout and salmon. They send clean water downstream, where it is used to water our 

crops, cool our industrial generators and provide clean, fresh drinking water for our cities and towns.  

The proposed repeal would roll back protections on small streams that were in place for the first 30 years of the Clean 

Water Act. After these protections were called into question by conflicting Supreme Court interpretations, the Clean 

Water Rule was developed to provide clarity and certainty regarding protections. The Rule was developed over a multi-

year process with extensive public comment and scientific review, which culminated in 2015. Americans across the 

country responded, attending 400 stakeholder meetings with the agencies and submitting over 1.1 million comments, 

over 90% of which supporting the rule’s strong protections for our nation’s waters.  

 

Hunters and anglers broadly celebrated the Clean Water Rule because it would help clarify federal jurisdiction over 

“waters of the United States” and conserve the roughly 60% of streams and 20 million acres of wetlands (and thereby 

the downstream waters into which they flow) at risk of being polluted or destroyed because of the jurisdictional confu-

sion. These waters contribute to the drinking water supplies of 117 million Americans, protect communities from 

flooding, and provide essential fish and wildlife habitat that supports a robust outdoor recreation economy worth $887 

billion.  

Every year, over 47 million Americans head into the field to hunt or fish. The hunting and fishing industries in the Unit-

ed States directly employ 483,000 Americans and adds billions of dollars in additional spending. The economic benefits 

of hunting and fishing are especially pronounced in rural areas, where money brought in during fishing and hunting 

seasons can be enough to keep small businesses operational for the entire year. However, hunting and fishing do not 

merely provide economic and conservation benefits. They are a heritage that we cherish and want to pass along to our 

children. If small seasonal streams are not protected, we as a community will lose hunting and fishing opportunities. 

And we as a nation will the most basic protection for our water.  

Clean water is not political. It’s not partisan. It’s a basic right in this country. Water runs downhill, and we all live down-

stream.  

We strongly oppose this attempt to repeal the 2015 Clean Water Rule. We urge you to withdraw the proposal immedi-

ately and either reaffirm the 2015 Clean Water Rule, or propose and carefully consider a revised rule that is based in 

science, legal, ecologically sound, and as effective in protecting headwater streams and wetlands, as the 2015 rule. 

American sportsmen and women will settle for nothing less than a Clean Water Act that protects all of our great na-

tion’s wetlands and streams.

Roy Weeks, Dan Jackman and Lee Squires made their way to the Salato Center to help the KDFWR cele-

brate National Hunting and Fishing Day. Roy and Dan tied flies representing the Kentuckiana Fly Tyers and 

TU and Lee was designated the Fly Casting Instructor for the day.

If you’ve fished for long in Kentucky and seen a snake near the water ,I’m sure you’ve wondered 

if the snake was a /h¢¢hbah¦¢IΦ  Many times I’ve come across an angler around a stream or a pond 

that had seen a snake near the water and invariably they would say , “watch out there’s some Cotton-

mouths around here, I just saw a big one”. The Water Moccasin (Cottonmouth) in Kentucky is only native 

to the far western parts of Kentucky so if you weren’t in that area you probably saw a Common Water 

Snake or the Diamondback Water Snake, not a Cottonmouth. The Cottonmouth has a triangular head and a 

thicker body and blunt tail .The water snakes have a more cylindrical head, a slimmer body and a more 

pointed tail. Whatever it is, it will surely give you a big scare  so stay away and don’t touch. All of them bite 

but only the Cottonmouth is poisonous.
